PraneSimai aprépia tiek plates-
ne dailininko rysiy ir jtaky savo laiko meninei kultirai panora-
ma, tiek jdémesnj ir detaly Zvilgsnj j vadinamuyju ,, Tito termy*
albumo tituline iliustracijg.

Klausytojai taip pat turés galimybe susipazinti su naujomis
Smugleviciaus kiriniy atribucijomis ir originaliomis jvairiy jo
buitiniy, istoriniy, alegoriniy, religiniu kompozicijy turinio in-
terpretacijomis, iSgirs visis$kai naujy fakty apie dailininko ateljé
VarSuvoje veikla ir jo kurybos vertinimus XIX a. Kai kuriuose
pranesimuose aptariami ir kity Smuglevi¢iy dinastijos dailinin-
ky (brolio Antano, brolio Pilypo antiko Felikso) kirybos tyrimy
klausimai.



The international scholarly conference is dedicated to
Franciszek Smuglewicz (1745-1807), an outstanding
personality of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth culture,
who is yet little known and significantly underestimated.

The chosen aspect of the conference will highlight the
relationship of the artist’s personality and creativity with

the ideas of the Enlightenment era, and reveal the significance
of his oeuvre in the artistic and broader context of European
cultural and political history. Well-known Lithuanian

and Polish scholars participating in the conference will
present in their papers little or not yet researched aspects

of F. Smuglewicz’s biography and oeuvre, taking a fresh

look at the broader geopolitical, sociopolitical, and cultural
contexts that shaped his activities, and will reveal unexpected
parallels with the ideas of such well-known thinkers as

the French philosopher Voltaire. The papers dedicated to

F. Smuglewicz’s activities in Rome will provide new insights
into the circumstances of the formation of his individualistie,
original artistic style, and refute established evaluation
clichés. The papers will cover a wide panorama of the artist’s
connections and influence on the artistic culture of his time,
and will also offer an in-depth analysis of the cover illustration
of the so-called ‘Baths of Titus’ album. The listeners will also
have the opportunity to get acquainted with new attributions
of Smuglewicz’s works and original content interpretations of
various domestic, historical, allegorical, religious compositions;
they will hear new facts about the activities of the artist’s
studio in Warsaw and about the perceptions of his work

in the 19th century. Some of the papers will explore the
research issues of other artists from the Smuglewicz dynasty
(brother Antoni, brother Filip’s grandson Feliks).

The Age of the ‘Gentle Revolution’
in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth

The last decades of the 18th century were a time of revolutionary change, both in
Europe and across the Atlantic, in the modern state of the United States of America.
The news of the changes in the New World not only stirred Old European society
but also encouraged to take action. The resistance movements against the old order
between 1787 and 1788 covered the United Republic of the Netherlands and the
Austrian Netherlands (Belgium). In 1788, the Assembly of the Lords of Brabant and
Hainaut defied the policy of their suzerain, the Holy Roman Emperor Joseph Il, by
rejecting the Emperor’s proposed draft law. The Assembly of the Estates General in
Dauphiné, the province of France, doubled the number of representatives of the third
estate in the local parliament, therefore raising the issue of political empowerment of
the third estate. These actions were only the prelude to the revolutionary events of the
summer of 1789 in Paris.

The ideas of transformation of the state and society, inspired by the Enlightenment, did
not bypass the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. The Sejm of the Polish-Lithuanian
Commonwealth, which gathered in Warsaw in the autumn of 1788 and whose
sittings lasted for four years, was a bearer of innovations. This Parliament went down
in history as the Great Sejm or the Sejm of Reforms (1788-1792). The European
public of the time referred to the changes in Poland and Lithuania as a ‘gentle’, ‘calm’,
and ‘peaceful’ revolution, comparing it to the French Revolution, marked by terror.
The paper will aim to present the main features of the era of the ‘gentle revolution’

in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth in the context of the geopolitical and political
events in Europe at the time, thus revealing the field of socio-political tensions,

in which Franciszek Smuglewicz had to create his works.

Voltaire and Franciszek Smuglewicz:
Parallels in the Representation of History

Voltaire dedicated significant attention to questions of the philosophy of history. His
first work addressing the historical issues was the History of Charles XII. However,

it was still steeped in literary narrative. Voltaire formulated the scholarly tasks of

a historian in the History of the Russian Empire. He essentially opposed Jacques
Benigne Bossuet's approach, which represented a providentialist conception of
history. At the same time, Voltaire began to criticise Eurocentrist history, highlighting
the advantages of Eastern civilizations. He turned to the history of the nation’s
customs and military campaigns. Franciszek Smuglewicz adopted a similar approach
towards the past. His attitude is most clearly visible in the series of paintings devoted
to the history of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth.

Eligijus Raila is an Associate Professor at the Department of Theory
of History and History of Culture in the Faculty of History, Vilnius
University; he is a Doctor of Humanities. E. Raila is the author of
three books: About the Constitution of 3 May 1791(2007), Ignotus
Ignotas. Bishop Ignacy Jakub Massalski of Vilnius (2010), Moses of
the Lithuanian People: The Life and lliness of Jonas BasanaviCius
(2019). Also translated the text of the constitution of 3 May 1791 from
Polish to Lithuanian (7791 m. geguzés 3 d. konstitucija, 2001). His
field of scholarly research includes the cultural history of Lithuania
(especially the cultural and social history of the Enlightenment era)
and biographic issues.

Per tuos penkiasdesimt mety lietuviy, lenky, rusy ir angly mokslininky déka misy
Zinios apie dailininko kiiryba pasipildé naujais faktais ir atradimais. Daug geriau pazjs-
tame Smugleviciy pieséja, daugiau Zinome apie jvairias jo veiklos sritis, prie kuriy jau
galima priskirti ir patalpy bei baldy dekoravima, apie Smugleviciy pedagoga ir Vilniaus
meno mokyklos pradininka.

Smuglewicz - (Neo)classicist or Romanist?
Fifty Years of Research

The first and only monograph dedicated to Franciszek Smuglewicz appeared in 1973
and was written by Vladas Dréma. Fifty years later, in 2023, the eleventh volume of
the Dictionary of Polish Artists, published by the Institute of Art History of the Polish
Academy of Sciences, was issued with a lengthy article dedicated to Franciszek
Smuglewicz; the latter was written by Aleksandra Bernatowicz and summarises
almost everything that is known about this artist.

During those fifty years, through the efforts of Lithuanian, Polish, Russian and English
scholars, our knowledge about the artist’s work has expanded with new facts and
discoveries. We got to know Smuglewicz as the painter much better, we know more
about his diverse fields of activity, which include interior and furniture decoration, and
about Smuglewicz as the pedagogue and founder of the Vilnius Art School. More
than one attribution has been corrected, new ones have been made.

Smuglewicz’s work has been presented in several monographic and overview
exhibitions, and it has been discussed in more detail in the contexts of the Grand Tour
in Rome and social life and culture in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. However,
some assessments, especially concerning Smuglewicz’s formation in Rome, are

still based on the testimonies and assessments of his students and younger peers.

He was considered a follower of Johannes Winckelmann and Raphael Mengs's

ideas and even a collaborator; and a likely student of Mengs, or at least of Anton von
Maron. In the exhibition Vilnius Classicism, held in Warsaw and Vilnius in 1999-2000,
Franciszek Smuglewicz was presented as a representative of (neo)classicism, and
since then this classification has been largely undisputed.

In fact, Vladas Dréma, similarly to his rather grumpy assessor Andrzej Ryszkiewicz,
preferred to associate classicism with academicism; he emphasised the echoes

of 16th-17th century ltalian painters such as Giulio Romano and Salvator Rosa in
Smuglewicz's work, and hence was not inclined to call Smuglewicz a classicist;
however, this Dréma'’s approach was not widely adopted. Smuglewicz's assessments
remained tied to the evaluations of the Roman artistic life of the 18th century’s last
quarter, which were established in the mid-20th century. However, during the last fifty
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years, major changes have taken place in this field, which allows us to question the
view of Smuglewicz only as a classicist.

The paper challenges Smuglewicz's connection to the German painters Mengs and
von Maron; it also presents the possibility of Smuglewicz studying under Pompeo
Batoni, and having been influenced by Batoni and other artists such as Henry Fuseli.
This hypothesis is supported by Smuglewicz’s painting as well as by his graphics.
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Irena Vaisvilaité is a Professor at the Faculty of History of Vilnius
University, where she teaches in the Cultural History program. Her
academic interests include 17th-18th century Lithuanian (Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth) artistic and religious cultures, as well

as 20th century Church history. The researcher defended her thesis
on art history at the Moscow State University and thesis on Church
history at the Pontifical Gregorian University in Rome. She published
books and articles about the Baroque era in historical Lithuania, the
confessional culture of the 17th-18th century, and the heritage of the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania. She leads the research project Franciszek
Smuglewicz as the Representative of European Enlightenment in
the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth funded by the Lithuanian
Science Council (2022-2024).

The Most Beautiful View.
Smuglewicz at the Domus Aurea

One of the most beautiful 18th-century archaeological views is undoubtedly the
opening engraving/plate of the album Vestigia delle Terme di Tito e loro interne pitture
(1776). The colour version of this engraving showing the moment before the descent of
a group of men and women into the Domus Aurea is even more impressive. Recently,
an unknown coloured engraving appeared on the antiquarian market with an important
modification in the lower left corner. Instead of the solitary figure sitting there, two

men appear in conversation. One of them seems to have Smuglewicz's features. The
proposed paper will attempt to resolve this question, as well as to provide a thorough
analysis of the first plate from Ludovico Mirri's publication in the context of its other
plate and examples of their influence on the artistic culture of the time.

Jerzy Miziolek is a Professor of Art History and Archaeology at the
Faculty of Archaeology, University of Warsaw. He was the Director
of the Warsaw University Museum (2010-2018) and the Director

of the National Museum in Warsaw (2018-2019). He obtained

his PhD in 1987 and presented his habilitation on Florentine
Renaissance painting in 1996. He has been a fellow of the Warburg
Institute (London), The Getty Research Institute (Los Angeles),
Harvard University Center for Italian Renaissance Studies, Center
for Advanced Study in the Visual Arts (CASVA, Washington D.C.).

Smugleviciy tapytojy Seimos fenomenas gali biti geriausias pavyzdys, kaip talenta
paveldimi ir perduodami i$ kartos j karta. Be to, visg XVIIl a. ir XIX a. pradzioje giminés
palikuonys turéjo daugmaz sékmingai plétoti tam tikrg vizualiojo meno forma. Pra-
dedant tévu Luku Smuglevic¢iumi (1709-1780), kurio pedagogine veiklg galima jrody-
ti - su iSkiliu meistru Szymonu Czechowicziumi (1689-1775) jis dalijosi dirbtuvémis,
veikusiomis Varsuvos Senojo turgaus aikstéje.

Doctus Artifex, Franciszek Smuglewicz,
and his Atelier in Warsaw in the Years 1784-1797.
Attribution Issues

The phenomenon of the painterly family of Smuglewicz stands as the best example
of talents being inherited and passed down from through generations. Furthermore,
throughout the eighteenth century and into the following era, all descendants of
the clan were involved more or less successfully in some form of the visual arts.
Beginning with the patriarch, Lukas Smuglewicz (1709-1780), whose teaching
prowess is evidenced by his shared workshop with the esteemed master Szymon
Czechowicz (1689-1775) in Old Market Square in Warsaw, teaching seemed to be
inherent in their lineage. Operating independently from guilds or the court, both
painters established the town’s first private school of artistic education.

Among the five Smuglewicz brothers, Francisco gained the most renown. Not

only did he oversee his own visual arts studio (known as a,malarnia’ in Old Polish)
on Swietokrzyska Street, but he also devised a curriculum for his students. This
experience propelled him to further recognition, eventually leading him to head of the
Art Department at the University of Vilnius in 1797. This aspect of his career received
widespread acclaim, making him the first recognised ,doctus artifex’ in the history of
the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. However, despite his prolific output, which
varied in artistic merit, it's suggested that he often relied heavily on his pupils for
assistance. Unfortunately, without adequate restoration, many of his compositions
suffered from poor prior conservation, potentially impacting the reception of his
work overall.

Concluding, attention is drawn to a particularly enigmatic piece attributed to
Francisco Smuglewicz. Recorded for the first time by Andrzej Ryszkiewicz in 1961,
this multi-figured neoclassical conversation piece depicting the Higersberger family
vanished from view until
its reappearance at the

Classicists’ Prose of Life.
Genre Scenes in Franciszek
Smuglewicz’s Oeuvre

A graduate of the St Lucas Academy in Rome, the first Professor of painting at

the Vilnius school, Franciszek Smuglewicz is considered primarily as the author of
paintings of religious, ancient and historical themes, in accordance with the academic
hierarchy of topics at that time. But he was also open to other types of painting:
portraits, landscapes, as well as scenes from the everyday life of peasants. Next

to Jean Pierre Norblin and Michat Stachowicz, he was one of the few painters in
Poland of the late 18th century who dealt with the genre themes, although this issue
constitutes only a small part of his rich portfolio. Only a few oil paintings of this genre
have survived, and sources report a few more. Nevertheless, due to their pioneering
role in the field of Polish art, they deserve a deeper examination; however, so far they
have not aroused particular interest among researchers of the artist’s work.

The most attention was paid to the composition Krakow Peasants at the Table, known
in several variants, probably due to the possibility of patriotic context interpretation
(the question is whether it is justified). Other works on this subject, depicting
peasants in traditional folk costumes from various regions (including two that once
belonged to the collection of King Stanistaw August Poniatowski), have not been the
subject of broader analysis so far.

The aim of the presentation is to ask questions and formulate hypotheses regarding
the role of genre themes in Smuglewicz's oeuvre. The interest of a declared supporter
of the ltalian classicism principles to depict the life of the lowest social classes will

be considered in the context of the intellectual tendencies of the time, the painter’s
potential social and economic views, and the development of Enlightenment research
on folk material and spiritual culture.

Agnieszka Swigtostawska is an art historian, graduate of the
University of Lodz. She obtained her PhD in Humanities in 2014 at
the Institute of Art, Polish Academy of Sciences. She is an Assistant
Professor at the Institute of Art History at the University of Lodz,

a member of the Polish Association of Art Historians and the Polish
Institute of World Art Studies, author of the book on Polish genre
painting of the first half of the 19th century and several articles on
early modern and modern art. In her research, she focuses on the
issues of painting and prints of the 19th century, with particular
emphasis on the work of artists associated with the Lviv milieu.

The Personification of Time in the Allegorical
Compositions by Franciszek Smuglewicz

In F. Smuglewicz's allegorical compositions, significant importance is attributed to
the personification of time, which is often depicted as a winged, bearded old man
(Greek Chron or Roman Saturn). The paper analyses four F. Smuglewicz’s works that
were created in different periods and presents the shifting meaning attributed to the
personification of time; the analysed works include: Time Reveals the Truth (ca. 1770),
Allegory of Time (1784), Patriotic Allegory or the Apotheosis of Military Reform (1790),
and Allegory for the Anniversary of the Constitution of 3 May (1792). The early Roman
composition continues the Renaissance and Baroque tradition and illustrates the idea
of veritas filia temporis (‘Time is the father of Truth’); the following work is a drawing
of philosophical-poetic content, created shortly after returning to the homeland; the
last compositions are patriotic, in which the personification of time is no longer used
to show transitoriness and decay, but to reveal the ideas of continuity and recording
(inscribing) in history.

Dalia Tarandaité is an art historian, curator and senior researcher of
the 16th-19th century painting collection at the Lithuanian National
Art Museum; she is a member of the International Council of
Museums and the Lithuanian Society of Art Historians, a curator
of national and international exhibitions, compiler of publications,
author of scholarly and science popularisation articles. Her field of
scholarly interest is 16th-19th century Lithuanian painting and the
history of collections. In 2021 she curated the exhibition Franciszek
Smuglewicz. From Ancient Rome to Vilnius University.

History and Allegory. Lessons from the Works
of Franciszek Smuglewicz

The creative legacy of Franciszek Smuglewicz is important in many aspects. One

of those aspects is the tradition of visually interpreting his country'’s historical past
and present, which was started by the artist, and the public education goals that he
upheld. However, these aspects have already been subjected to considerable ana-
lysis. This time we want to take a closer look at an area of the artist's oeuvre that has
been less explored, namely the union of history and allegory in the form of personified
figures. Most often it is an image of a woman conveying a struggling, shackled and
mourning homeland. Therefore, the aim is to study this type of artist’s works, the mea-
nings they generate, and the impact they have on the creation of other artists.

Ausriné Cemnolonské is an art historian, Doctor of Humanities,
Associate Professor at the Faculty of Arts, and Senior Researcher

at the Vytautas Kavolis Transdisciplinary Research Institute of
Vytautas Magnus University; she is also a member of Association of
Lithuanian Art Historians. During her scholarly career, she organized

Images of the Ancient Orient in Franciszek
Smuglewicz’s Painting and Drawing

Franciszek Smuglewicz (1745-1807), one of the most outstanding creators of
classicism in the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth, is known in Poland primarily

as the author of historical, religious, and historical-genre paintings, including those
of patriotic overtones (i.e. the first allegory of Polonia). On the basis of the universal
art history, the artist is appreciated mainly and increasingly as an outstanding
documentalist, who applied scientific methods appropriate to the beginnings of
modern archaeology. Above all, his reconstruction of wall paintings in ancient Roman
buildings, especially Nero's Golden House, or Domus Aurea (popularised through a
monumental album Vestigia delle Terme di Tito e loro interne pitture edited in 1776 by
Ludovico Mirri), as well as of Etruscan tombs from the Cornetto area, makes him even
more recognised nowadays.

A lesser-known recently discovered intriguing aspect of Franciszek Smuglewicz’s
work is his fascination with the ancient Orient, which found its expression in such
outstanding monumental works as Scythian Envoys Before Darius, Persian Envoys
Before the King of Ethiopia (both oil on canvas, National Museum of Lithuania), or
Alexander the Great’s Victory over Poros (oil, canvas, National Museum in Warsaw).
This infatuation is already evident in the artist’s early works from the 1760s and 1770s
(the pen drawing Esther Before Ahasuerus, 1767, Print Room of the University of
Warsaw Library; or Sisygambis Before Alexander of the same year, oil on canvas,
National Museum in Warsaw), and lasts almost until the end of his creative activity.
This means, although this issue still requires in-depth study, that Franciszek
Smuglewicz could have been a precursor of Orientalist painting in the art of Central
Europe.

The originality of Smuglewicz’s treatment of motifs, taken from the history of the
ancient Orient, was based on the artist’s ‘scientific’ approach to the subject, typical
of the 18th-century researchers and documentalists of ancient monuments, which
was based on the archaeological discoveries of the time and in-depth reading of
the ancient texts (Herodotus, Plutarch), without looking for pretexts for depicting
costumed sensuality scenes typical to the Rococo, or the practice of veiled political
propaganda, very characteristic of the new wave of orientalism brought by the era of
the Napoleonic Wars and Romanticism.
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It is worth emphasising that from a purely painterly point of view, it was exactly in the
works depicting scenes from the ancient Orient history, that Franciszek Smuglewicz's
mastery in rendering textures, colours, the splendour of jewels, costumes, weapons
and other accessories belonging to the depicted figures, emerged with particular

vividness.
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Aneta Biaty is an art historian and art conservator (restorer),
Adjunct Curator in the Department of Pre-1914 Polish Art of the
National Museum in Warsaw. Graduate of Warsaw University and
of the Faculty of Art Conservation and Restoration of the Warsaw
Academy of Fine Arts (1990). In 1998-2003, as a member of the
staff of the Polish Embassy in Madrid, she co-organized pioneer
exhibitions of ancient Polish Art in Spain. She is an author of articles
and numerous entries in the catalogues of various exhibitions,

e.g. of Bernardo Bellotto's paintings from the NMW collection to
the catalogue of the monograph display of his works at the Royal
Castle in Warsaw (2022). Member of the Scientific Committee of
the 2008 Goya in Italy Exhibition in Saragossa (Spain). She was

a coordinator - on behalf of the National Museum in Warsaw - of the
ministerial interdisciplinary project Corpus of Paintings by Henryk
Siemiradzki, completed in 2020. She authored a biography entry
on Siemiradzki in the Dictionary of Polish and Foreign Artists Active
in Poland (SAP, 2016). She was an organiser of the conference
Visualisation of Knowledge (Wizualizacja Wiedzy, 2010).

Franciszek Smuglewicz's Painting
of Saint Emeric from the Sanctuary
on Swiegty Krzyz Mountain in Poland

The presentation will focus on Franciszek Smuglewicz's painting of Saint Emeric.
Together with six other works, the painting belongs to a series adorning the Church
of the Holy Trinity on Swiety Krzyz (‘Holy Cross') Mountain. According to Vladas
Dréma, the paintings were created in the church, not in the artist's workshop. Their
topics refer to the name of the church (Holy Trinity), to the history of the relics of the
Holy Cross (The Discovery of the Holy Cross and The Legend of Prince Emeric),
and to the founders of the Benedictine Order (The Death of St Benedict and St
Scholastica Talks to Her Brother St Benedict). The series was commissioned by
the Benedictine abbot J6zef Jan Niegolewski, who held this office from 1774 until
the dissolution of the monastery. The paintings were designated for the altars in
the church that was erected in 1781-1789 and consecrated in 1806, replacing the
old temple that burned down in 1777. Precise dating of the pictures is a contentious
matter. The date most frequently cited is 1806, the year of the church consecration,
but Dréma’s monograph on Smuglewicz assumes the year 1790 as the time of
creation. Dating anything from the paintings’ earliest history up to 1819 is hindered by
the absence of any archival sources.

After the dissolution of the abbey, its library collection was scattered and the
documentation of the construction of the new church was lost. The painting
presenting St Emeric draws from the legend concerning the foundation of the
monastery and the arrival of the relic of the True Cross. However, this is not the

Traces of Franciszek Smuglewicz's Work in the
Collection of Rokiskis Manor: A Problematic Aspect

There were not many works by Franciszek Smuglewicz in the collection of the

Counts Tyzenhauz-Przezdziecki. The few surviving examples raise more questions
than answers. These works by Smuglewicz are published in the book The Rokiskis
Manor Art Collection, and one painting (The Old Man’s Head) is included in the earlier
publications of the Rokiskis Regional Museum. This presentation will seek to highlight
the attribution problems of the surviving examples, while at the same time revealing
the mentions of Smuglewicz's personality in the history of this collection. The topic
will also be complemented by the context of the formation of the collection of Counts
Tyzenhauz and Przezdziecki in the cultural environment of the 19th century.

Ausra Vasiliauskiené is a Doctor of Humanities, Associate Professor
at the Faculty of Arts of Vytautas Magnus University, Senior
Researcher at the Vytautas Kavolis Transdisciplinary Research

Works of Franciszek Smuglewicz and Their Replicas
in the Lithuanian Provincial Churches

A significant portion of the multifaceted oeuvre of Franciczek Smuglewicz (1745~
1807) consists of religious paintings scattered across churches, chapels, and
museums within the former Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth. Some of them have
not survived, some have been relocated or repainted beyond recognition. These
works by Smuglewicz have not yet been researched separately and thoroughly,

even though they have
influenced his colleagues
and apprentices, and his later
followers. This presentation
is the first attempt to find
out which churches in
modern Lithuania have
surviving paintings painted
by Smuglewicz or attributed
to his hand, as well as exact
copies or less accurate
replicas of his paintings.
Previously available
information together with
newly collected data will help
to confirm the authorship
and times of creation of the
copies and replicas, as well
as to determine which other
artists were influenced and
impressed by Smuglewicz's
works and how long this
influence lasted.

Regimanta Stankevi¢iené is a Doctor of art history. The main areas
of her research interests are the history and heritage of Lithuanian
religious art and Catholic culture, and the miraculous images of
Jesus and Mary. She is the author of the scholarly monograph
Jesus of Antakalnis and Other Images of the Miraculous Jesus of
Nazareth in Lithuania (2017), the exhibition book Born in Spain,
Beloved in Antakalnis. Images of Jesus of Nazareth in Lithuania
(2021) which accompanied the exhibition curated by Stankeviciené;
she also wrote articles in scholarly journals, thematic collections,
and catalogues; she also wrote articles, reviewed, and in some
cases edited the entire issue a continuous multi-volume scholarly
publication Lithuanian Sacred Art (in 1996-2024, 14 books were
published dedicated to the history and heritage of the churches of
Vilkavikis and Siauliai dioceses).

Svetlana Poligiené is a graduate of Vilnius University, a historian,

a certified cultural heritage conservation specialist, a heritage
protection expert, and a long-term employee of the Cultural
Heritage Centre. Her main areas of research are the history and
issues of Lithuanian heritage conservation, Lithuanian religious
art, and liturgical textiles. She is the coordinator and executor of
the inventory and research programmes focusing on art objects

in the Lithuanian churches, which are conducted by the Cultural
Heritage Centre. Poligiené authored articles in scholarly journals,
thematic collections, and catalogues. She is one of the editors and
author of articles presenting the heritage of Lithuanian religious art

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Research of the Painting Technique and Materials
of the Painting Agrippina Carrying the Remains
of her Husband Germanicus to the Homeland

The painting Agrippina Carrying the Remains of her Husband Germanicus to

the Homeland is dated 1807, i.e. in the last years of Franciszek Smuglewicz's life.

The work stands out in its size (345x518 cm) and ambition. It features over 40 life-size
figures. It is assumed that there is a self-portrait of the artist himself among them.

The paper will present information obtained by physical and chemical research
methods about the condition of the painting, the manner of painting, the materials
used, the search for the composition and the changes made during the painting.
Research data adds value to knowledge about Smuglewicz's painting technique and
its changes during different stages of the artist’s life.

Dalia Panavaité is a chemist at the P. Gudynas Conservation Centre
of the Lithuanian National Museum of Art. In 1983 she graduated
from Vilnius University, Faculty of Chemistry, in 2006 she defended
her doctoral thesis in physical sciences (chemistry). In 2007 she was
awarded the qualification of restoration technology expert. The topic
of the work was chemical research of artworks (painting, sculpture,
graphic, historical metal and archaeological finds) and preparation of
conservation methodologies.

Tomas Rudys is a restorer-technologist, and researcher of the
scientific research department at the P. Gudynas Conservation
Centre of the Lithuanian National Museum of Art. In 2004 he
graduated from Vytautas Magnus University with a Bachelor’s
degree in art history. In 2014 he obtained a master’s degree in
easel painting restoration from Vilnius Academy of Arts. His field of
research is physical study of easel painting done in oil paint using
X-ray, ultraviolet and infrared rays.

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Reflections on Franciszek Smuglewicz's
Personality and Creativity in the 19th Century

The paper presents and evaluates the reflections of Franciszek Smuglewicz’s
personality and creativity in the press, memoirs, works of fiction and art. With the
help of texts and works by Augustus von Kotzebue (1761-1819), Michat Kleofas
Oginski (1765-1833), Filip Neriusz Golanski (1753-1824), Franciszek Stanistaw
Bonifacy Szahin (second half of the 18th century-early 19th century), Frangois-Xavier
Fabre (1766-1837) and other personalities of this period, the paper distinguishes
information, criticism, embellishments and omissions, as well as main strategies of
dissemination and perpetuation of the artist’s work.
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Helmutas Sabasevi&ius is a Professor at the Vilnius Academy of

Art, since 1997 he has been a researcher working at the Lithuanian
Culture Research Institute. He researches Lithuanian theatre, art,
scenography, choreography, 19th century history of visual culture,
relations between theatre and art; he has published scholarly

and popular articles, reviews of exhibitions and performances

in the Lithuanian and foreign press; he participates in scholarly
conferences, gives public lectures. He teaches at the Vilnius
Academy of Arts, the Lithuanian Academy of Music and Theatre,
and is the editor-in-chief of the art culture magazine Krantai. In 2017,
he was awarded the Government of the Republic of Lithuania’s
Culture and Art Prize, in 2019 he received the Golden Cross of Merit
of the Republic of Poland.

Feliksas Antanas Smuglevicius - pamirStas
paskutinis dailininky dinastijos atstovas

Paskutinis Smuglevi¢iy dinastijos dailininkas Feliksas Antanas Smuglevi¢ius

(1824 po 1863) ir savo gyvenamuoju laiky, ir véliau liko garsiojo giminai€io Prancis-
kaus Sesélyje, netgi buvo laikomas dailininko antku, nors i$ tiesy buvo jo brolio Pilypo
vaikaitis. Vandziogaloje gimes Smuglevic¢ius mokeési Kauno apskrities mokykloje,

XIX a. viduryje studijavo tapyba Peterburgo dailés akademijoje, véliau gyveno ir karé
daugiausia Kauno ir KurSo gubernijose. Istorinés aplinkybés lémé, kad jo vardas buvo
greitai pamirstas, kiryba netyrinéta, o islike kiriniai daZniausiai priskiriami Pranci$-
kaus Smugleviciaus palikimui.

Pranesime, remiantis $altiniy tyrimais, pateikiama naujy Felikso Antano Smuglevi-
c¢iaus biografijos duomeny, atskleidziami glaudis jo rysiai su broliais - kunigu Stanis-
lovu ir gydytoju Petru. Daugiausia démesio skiriama Sio autoriaus kiriniy paieSkoms ir
identifikavimui. Apibendrinus rasytiniy Saltiniy duomenis, atlikus istorinius ir menotyri-
nius Lietuvos ir Lenkijos muziejy rinkiniuose esanc¢iy Smuglevigiui priskiriamy kariniy
tyrimus, pavyko smarkiai pagausinti Sio dailininko kirybinj palikima, sillant naujas kai
kuriy eksponaty atribucijas ir nuzymint tolesniy tyrimy gaires.

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Feliks Antoni Smuglewicz: the Forgotten Last
Representative of the Dynasty of Artists

The last artist of the Smuglewicz dynasty was Feliks Antoni Smuglewicz (1824-after
1863), who remained in the shadow of his famous relative Franciszek both during his
lifetime and afterwards; he was even considered Franciszek’s grandson, although de
facto he was the grandson of Franciszek’s brother Filip. FA. Smuglewicz was born

in VandZiogala and studied at the Kaunas district school; in the mid-19th century, he
studied painting at the St Petersburg Academy of Fine Arts; he later lived and created
mainly in Kaunas and Courland Governorate. Historical circumstances led to the fact
that his name was quickly forgotten, his work was not researched, and the surviving
works were usually attributed to the legacy of Franciszek Smuglewicz.

Based on the research of the sources, the paper presents new biographical data on
Feliks Smuglewicz, revealing his close relations with his brothers - priest Stanistaw
and physician Piotr. Most of the attention in the paper is dedicated to the search

and identification of the works by Feliks Smuglewicz. After summarising the data

of the written sources, and conducting historical and artistic research of the works
attributed to Franciszek Smuglewicz in the collections of Lithuanian and Polish
museums, it was possible to significantly increase the creative legacy of Feliks
Smuglewicz, proposing new attributions of some exhibits and marking guidelines for
further research. At the same time, the corpus of Franciszek Smuglewicz's works is
also slightly adjusted.

Rita Janoniené is an art historian, researcher and curator of
exhibitions, Doctor of Humanities, Head of the Ancient Art
Department of the Institute of Fine Arts at the Vilnius Academy of
Arts, and a full member of the Lithuanian Academy of Sciences.
With her research, she covers a wide spectrum of Lithuanian art
phenomena, from Gothic to Romanticism. Janoniené pays a lot of
attention to the biographical genre; she has written monographs
about the creators of the Vilnius Art School Jan Rustem (1999) and
Kazimierz Jelski (2003), published articles about various pupils of
the Vilnius Art School, collaborated in the preparation of a Dictionary
of Lithuanian artists (2005). People's stories, destinies and
aspirations are also reflected in her books about the architectural
monuments of Vilnius: Sapieha Palace in Antakalnis (co-author
Evaldas Purlys, 2012), Bernardine Church and Convent in Vilnius
(2010) and others.
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
